 Manual: How to Change Hostname In Linux System

To change the hostname of your system, follow the given steps

1. Copy the hostname.sh  script file to the home directory 
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2. Give the Execute permission to the script file and execute the file
Run Command: chmod +x hostname.sh
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3. Execute the script with the hostname, the given hostname sets successfully, and the /etc/hosts file gets updated 
Run Command:  ./hostname.sh <New_hostname>
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Please note that changing of hostname will require sudo/root privileges

4. The user has to log out from the machine and log in again, the new hostname set will be reflected in the shell.
        Run Command: hostname
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
